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We are in constant contact with all union and non-union productions, 
along with Hollywood executives and various guild representatives.

The Film & TV Office provides daily guidance and Film Permits not 
only to large productions, but also to smaller projects.



165 feature films, television episodes/series, documentaries, 
commercials, web series and theatrical productions have 
utilized the Motion Picture and Theatrical Tax Incentive 
Program, representing over $560M of production in our State.



To date, the Film Office has also issued 637 Film Permits to 
much smaller projects, representing over $18M in production in 
our State.
